Midwestern sponsors countless community service projects
throughout the year, health fairs, health lectures series, healtt
awareness seminars in schools, medical care for homeless
and physicals for high school athletes.

Despite their rigorous academic schedule, MWU students

nd the time to donate thousands of hours to a wide range

of service projects. During the last academic year, 369 work
study students volunteered 21,355 hours at agencies such as
Advocate Hospice, Advocate Good Samaritan Hospital, Ameri
Cancer Saociety, American Diabetes Association, DuPage Col
Health, Literacy DuPage, People’s Resource Center, REST Cl
Salvation Army, Vietnow, West Suburban Humane Society
